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Introduction
Welcome to Merton’s Foster Carers’ Learning and Development Programme for

2016-2017. This guide contains details of the courses, which are being offered to all of Merton’s foster carers and Supported Lodgings carers. These courses are designed to meet the requirements of the Fostering Services National Minimum Standards 2011, and will help ensure that you complete the Training, Support and Development (TSD) Standards for Foster Care. The training and development of foster carer has a very high priority within Merton, and these courses are intended to develop your skills and knowledge as carers, and help you meet the challenges that you face in caring for Looked After children and young people.

I am pleased that we are able offer you a wide range of courses, which includes those arranged by Merton’s Local Safeguarding Children Board (indicated by “MLSCB” in the training calendar on pages 6-16)). In addition a number of e-learning courses are available via the MLSCB.

This year we have included the following new courses:


Fostering Changes: a unique 12 session skills based training programme for Foster Carers that aims to equip carers with practical strategies to form positive relationships with the children in their care and manage challenging behaviour. This course runs from 15 September-8 December 2015. Carers will need be nominated by their Supervising Social Worker to attend this course.

    Safer Caring: A New Approach. We have commissioned the Fostering

Network to run this important course twice this year (27 June 2016, and 15

February 2017)


Merton’s Early Years Division are running two new courses to help you support the development of babies and children up to the age of 5 years:

o Supporting Children with Special Educational Needs on 29 September 2016

o Supporting Children’s Learning Outside on 1 November 2016
They are also repeating the course they ran last year: Supporting Children’s

Communication and Language: Birth to age 4.

    An updated, The Management of Potential and Actual Aggression Foundation

Course. This is a two-day mandatory course for all foster carers (who have not attended the previously run Positive Behaviour and Risk Management course).The dates for the course are:

o 17 May and 6 June 2016
o 5 and 16 December 2016
Further courses will be added to the programme, to reflect ongoing developments in the field of foster care and children’s social care, during the year. At present the following additional courses are planned: foetal alcohol syndrome; diversity awareness, and the impact of loss and trauma.

All existing foster carers are required to attend a minimum of six courses per year to maintain their current fee level. The one exception is in relation the Fostering Changes course, which if you attend, will constitute the minimum training attendance requirement for the whole year (i.e. it is equivalent to the 6 course requirement). There is no upper limit on the number of courses which you can attend.

All newly approved foster carers in Merton, (and nationally), must complete the TSD Standards within the first year of their approval (the timescale is 18 months for Connected Persons Carers). As in previous years, we are running monthly TSD Workshops. These practical workshops will provide new carers with the materials to help complete the Standards successfully. Each month, the workshop will focus on the completion of one particular Standard. Attendance at these workshops is mandatory unless you have completed the particular Standard being covered in that session. The TSD Standards are designed to  ensure that foster carers receive appropriate induction, ongoing training, support and continuing professional development.

There are a number of core courses, which newly approved foster carers are required to attend within 18 months of approval. These are:

You will also find the Foster Carer’s Personal Development Plan (PDP) on page 67. This should be completed every year with your Supervising Social Worker. Please use this to look at your current learning and development needs, and to plan your learning activity for the coming year.  Once you have selected the courses relevant to your development, you can complete the form (Record of Course Applications) and give it to your supervising social worker to book you onto your selected courses. This is very useful for myself and the Fostering Team, in the monitoring of the quality and impact of the training which we deliver. In addition, you should complete a personal “Learning Log” sheet (See page 74) to record your individual learning from a particular course. This should be kept in your training file. I hope that this will be useful in reviewing your learning at the time of your Annual Review, and

in the completion of your Personal Development Plan.

I hope that you will take advantage of the many learning opportunities on offer this year. I hope that you will find the programme enjoyable, and helpful in the development of your skills as foster carers.

Each session will work through the requirements for the Standard under consideration, and written guidance will be given. Guidance will also be provided on the types of evidence which can be also be used. Some of this evidence will be provided at the session: for example written materials.

Fostering Changes
Course Outline:
The Fostering Changes Programme is skills based training programme for Foster Carers that aims to equip carers with practical strategies to form positive relationships with the children in their care and manage challenging behaviour.

The programme is a structured, group based parenting programme, underpinned by Social Learning and Attachment Theory, involving twelve, three hour sessions. It was developed by The Conduct, Adoption and Fostering Team at The Maudsley Hospital which is a National Specialist Child & Adolescent Mental Health Service (CAMHS).

The Fostering Changes Programme has been subject to a Randomised Controlled Trial which has shown it leads to improvements in children’s behaviour and increased security of child attachment relationships. Positive outcomes including beneficial effects on carers’ sense of confidence and self-efficacy are also indicated.

Evidence based programmes of this kind are recommended by The National Institute of Clinical Excellence (NICE) as a treatment for Conduct problems in children and adolescents and as the first line treatment for Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD). Therefore the programme can be considered both as an evidence based mental health treatment and a preventative intervention for Looked After Children, and a skills training programme for Foster Carers.

Developed in the UK by a team of clinical specialists who trained and practiced as Social Workers or Psychologists, the programme delivers practical skills to foster carers empowering them to better manage their placements.
