A Local Plan is the legal document prepared by the council to guide planning applications
for an area. It sets out what can and cannot be built there. It provides a detailed guide to
where homes, businesses, streets and shops should be, what the area should look and feel
like (for example, building locations and heights, amount of open space, footpaths); and
what other services are necessary (for example, playgrounds, cycle parking) to make a
place work well.

We want to find out what options you think the Local Plan should cover. We also want to
know if you think there are other options that should be addressed. We want to ensure that
all feasible options are tested and considered in developing the Local Plan. This is why we
are asking for your opinions before starting to draft the Local Plan.
